Head Chef Alessandro 
Menditto's menu is inspired by the Krug philosophy and this year's featured ingredient - the 
versatile carrot – and designed to bring out the best in the five labels from the legendary Maison 
included in the tasting. On Tuesday 5 August, the culinary spotlight intensifies with the Krug Dining 
Experience: a four-hands dinner-event with award-winning chef Enrico Bartolini, preceded by a 
spectacular aperitif overlooking the gulf, paired with the latest editions of Krug Grande Cuvée and 
Krug Rosé.

Nuragic times, now serves as the atmospheric wine cellar at this boutique resort offering nine 
rooms, each uniquely designed. Tastings in the Cavern of wine, local cured meats and cheeses are 
a favourite among guests, who can enjoy the cool shelter even on the hottest days, along with a 
wide selection of labels from the island’s leading producers. Perfect for dinners by reservation or 
small private events is the Greenhouse - a beautiful glass lounge surrounded by nature, ideal for 
celebrating special occasions with close friends, far from the commotion of the coast.
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
